1. The intention of the grants scheme is for Spring Harvest Holidays to partner with the local church or organisation making the application, so that the cost of the holiday is shared. Applications which include a commitment to contribute toward the cost of a holiday (or valid reasons why this is not possible) will be viewed more favourably.
2. There is no restriction on the date, travel arrangements and type of accommodation that may be applied for. However, applicants should be aware that funds are limited and decisions will be made with this in mind.
3. Applicants are advised not to promise or raise the hopes of nominees about the prospect of a subsidised holiday; some applications may be declined.
4. Applications are open to those of any faith and none; however they must be made by a local church or mission organisation.
5. Declined applicants will be advised as quickly as possible; it is not possible to give explanation for individual decisions.
6. Le Pas Opton is not a conference or counselling centre. We provide holidays with optional Christian content in the form of Bible study and worship meetings. A Spring Harvest Holiday should not be viewed as a place where significant counselling or other input will be given.
7. The grants fund is administered by Spring Harvest Holidays Ltd on behalf of Essential Christian, a registered charity.  Decisions are made by the Board of the charity, whose decisions are final.
